Lehigh County, PA- It has come to the attention of the Lehigh County Bureau of Elections that a 

private non-profit organization called the Voter Participation Center is currently mailing notices 

to citizens in all 67 counties in the Commonwealth.  These notices reference accuracy of their voter 

registration records.  A valid Pennsylvania Voter Registration Application is attached to each 

letter. It is believed similar notices will also be sent in September.  

Please be advised that the Lehigh County Elections and Voter Registration Office is NOT affiliated 

with the Voter Participation Center or its mailings, and did not provide any information to that 

organization.  The Lehigh County Bureau of Elections is the county office for the best and most 

accurate voter registration information.
